Please ensure that children do not bring personal possessions into school other than coats, book bags
and water bottles which should be taken home every night for cleaning. Mobile phones are not allowed
with the exception of those Y6 children who are walking to and from school independently (please
contact school if your child in Year 6 is walking to and from school independently as written permission is
required).

Deliveries of our new navy uniform with our logo on will be made within the first few weeks, although the
blazers may take a little longer. We will let you know and send these home with your child once they
have arrived. If you had not yet selected the free jumper, cardigan or blazer that the academy will buy for

your child as they were already on roll in July then we will be in touch once we have re-opened.

We cannot wait for you to see our newly refurbished building! A team of builders, engineers, painters,
decorators, plumbers, joiners and other skilled technicians have worked just about every day of the
holidays to transform our building so that we have new windows, heating, lighting and redesigned
classrooms. All of our Early Years children now have a newly designed area which allows every child to
have access to high quality indoor and outdoor learning spaces and be in one area of the academy.
Every classroom has new flooring, storage, cloakroom area, chairs and in time will have new tables as
well. A brand new look for a brand new year. We are looking forward to living our values of caring,

respecting, kindness and striving to do our best at every moment in our new environment.
